* The Legislature set a 75% statewide recycling goal for
municipal solid waste by 2020.

e For 2014/2015, the threshold recycling rate was 50%. For
2016/2017 it increased to 60%. For 2018/2019 it is 70%.
 The Legislature also set that same goal for all counties over

100,000 population.
e The Legislature has directed all counties to report their
recycling progress to DEP annually.




e The statewide overall recycling
rate, which includes renewable
energy* recycling credits is 52%
(2017)

e The statewide traditional recycling
rate, which excludes renewable
energy recycling credits,
decreased from is 42% (2017)
